JUROR'S STATEMENT

Michelle Locke

It was a pleasure to serve as juror for the Art Center’s Dimension Show. I was
gratified to see the large number of entries, the quality of the work, and the variety
of styles and media submitted. The results confirm the validity of this annual exhi-
bition.

The work submitted reveals art that is representational, art that is abstract, art that
is about the medium, art about ideas, art about feelings, art about beauty, art about
life. In other words, artists are using art as a medium to express something they
feel. For this reason, it is challenging to jury an art exhibition. Each artist is trying
to say something, and they will take the jurors decision as validation for their suc-
cess or failure to express themselves. Some artists in the show will think the juror
was wise and understood what they were trying to say. More artists will think the
juror was having a bad day, and is not very smart! The second reason it is hard to
jury a show is because personal preference always exists, and no juror is above
having a certain aesthetic.

My selection for best of show was based on what I felt when I saw the piece. First,
it had the clean presence of a minimalist sculpture, but with the interesting detail
of a staircase. The first impression was of an impenetrable block, but the stairs
present an option for access to the exposed and interesting interior. I found this
work to be mentally intriguing, and it remained with me after I left the Art Center.

I would encourage all artists to continue their endeavors and to paint or sculpt or
throw pots or draw, then meet frequently to talk about their challenges and pro-
gress. Through this process, our art community will continue to grow and prosper.
