
"From Brush to Bay 2009," to be held at the Art Center, Thursday, November 5, 2009 from 6:00 to 10:00 pm . This year the Art Center is 
bringing back popular performance artist, Dan Dunn, of PaintJam fame. Board President Janie Hoskins says ―Dan Dunn wowed and inspired the 
crowd; they begged to have him back another year so we booked him the following morning for 2009.‖ The Eight X Ten Art Sale, new to the gala 
in 2008, was a success its first year and will become an annual tradition. Eight X Ten is a contemporary art sale and exhibition benefiting the Art 
Center’s educational programs. Over two hundred emerging and recognized 
artists will create unique works of art on identical 8‖ x 10‖ boards. Each board 
auctions for only $100. All pieces are displayed anonymously – only when 
you purchase a work of art will you discover who created it. On the night of 
the event, a shotgun start of the sale at 7 PM will set patrons scurrying for 
their favorite eight x ten piece on the wall to purchase by pulling the tag next 
to their desired piece. The ―running of the patrons‖ to the artwork is a wild 
spectacle to watch.  

 

Dan Dunn’s PaintJam will perform three electrifying performances during the 
evening. Dunn rose to fame on YouTube and went on to perform for The 
Ellen DeGeneres Show, Carson Daly Show and Oprah and now performs all 
over the world. His act is truly amazing and the Art Center expects a sell out 
crowd for this encore event. Last year, Dunn’s John Lennon portrait started a 
bidding war ending in thousands of dollars to the Art Center for its educational 
programming. Live music under the stars will fill the courtyard air along with a 
menu of tantalizing food served throughout the venue on this fall evening. 
 

Dusty Durrill and the late Sam Durrill will be honored at this year’s gala. The 
Art Center hosts over a hundred and fifty thousand visitors annually and fea-
tures more than seventy exhibits.

The Art Center recently replaced all of the names over our gallery entrances with new brushed aluminum lettering. We now have a consistent and 
classy look throughout the lobby and the galleries. Money from the Memorial Fund was used to finance this upgrade. 
 
Using funds from last year’s Capital Fundraising Campaign, we completed another energy saving improvement. All of the vintage glass doors and 
windows facing the courtyard were refurbished with new thresholds, seals, door anchors and weather-stripping. Then, they were painted inside and 
out. At the same time, we had storm shutters cut, numbered and stored away for hurricane preparedness. 
 
In August, we replaced our oldest AC unit, serving the Dorothy Kucera Gallery, with a new more powerful 5 ton unit. This will go a long way toward 
keeping our openings and rentals events ―super cool‖ for years to come.
