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Funding the Arts and Culture of Corpus Christi

The Art Center has joined with nine other cultural non-profits to form the Arts and Culture AllianceThe City and the new Alliance have
partnered to explore funding solutions that will help sustain our cultural organizations through these rough economic times. Budget deficits
mean little, if any, funding support can come from the City coffers in the next budget year. The Alliance is a pro-active attempt to counter
the loss by appealing directly to the citizens of Corpus Christi hoping many will pledge a few dollars to help keep our arts groups function-
ing and active.

These 9 groups have previously received Hotel Occupancy Tax funds. They are as follows: Art Center of Corpus Christi, Asian Cultures
Museum, Corpus Christi Symphony Society, Harbor Playhouse, South Texas Botanical Gardens and Nature Center, Instituto de Cultura
Hispanica, Antonio E Garcia Arts and Education Center, Texas Jazz Festival and The Arts and Cultural Commission (which hands out sub
grants to other local arts groups in the city).

The hope of this appeal is that many, many modest pledges of a few dollars a month, when pooled together and dispersed out to the groups,

wi || help maintain arts programs in the future. Tdacouatingandd s c
passing 100% of the contributions to the Alliance each month. The Art Center will receive just over 11% of contributions. Contributions are

not directed to any one group but dispersed by percentage. Recognize that it will take some months to get this system up to speed. Other

appeal efforts may follow later in the year.

Your March utility bill will include an insert from The Alliance asking you to support these diverse groups who, together, help give Corpus
Christi its own distinct personality. A voluntary gift of $2.00 or more a month® added to your utility payment, is a small investment but a
huge, positive affirmation of faith in our people, our mixed cultures and the future of our unique city.
